petition is accepted 

2. A date stamp shall be affixed upon the 

acceptance of the petition; if sent by 

registered mail, the date indicated on the 

postmark sent shall serve as the date of the 

petition 

3. For submissions filed by transmitting an 

image file of the petition form via email, 

the time of receipt shall be based on the 

time when the electronic document enters 

the information system designated by the 

competent authority for receiving 

electronic documents (dedicated email: 

nia2030@immigration.gov.tw) 

Information that should be stated in the 

petition 

1. Name, date of birth, ID document number, 

residence address, and phone number of 

the petitioner 

2. Name, date of birth, ID document number, 

residence address, and phone number of 

the proxy, if any 

3. Defendant 

4. Demands of the petition 

5. Facts and reasons of the petition 

6. Evidence, if available 

7. Date of the petition

1. The notification for rectification shall be 

officially sent by double-registered mail 

2. A date stamp shall be affixed upon the 

acceptance of the petition; if sent by 

registered mail, the date indicated on the 

postmark sent shall serve as the filing date 

of the petition 
1. Collection of evidence 

provided by the petitioner 

and defendant 
2. The defendant shall be 

notified to present a 

defense 
3. Testimony may be 

provided by relevant 
authorities, petitioner, 

defendant, or interested 

party 

1. Where the petition, based on administrative 

discretion, is subject to other remedies 

provided for by other laws in light of its 

form, a recommendation not to accept the 

case shall be made and submitted to the 

review committee for consideration 

2. It is recommended that the committee 

members take turns to lead the 

investigation of the evidence of petition on 

a case-by-case basis to facilitate the 

collection of evidence

* Circumstances under which the petition 

shall be rejected 

1. The petition does not conform to the 

statutory format and cannot be rectified or is 

not rectified within the specified period 

2. The specified period for filing the petition 

has lapsed 

3. The petitioner has no legal capacity and no 

proxy to act on their behalf to file the 

petition, and this condition has not been 

rectified within the specified period 

4. A remedy has been stipulated in other laws 

5. The petition, for which a decision has been 

made or which has been rejected, is 

presented again 

1.Notification shall be given to the 
defendant 

2.Notification shall be given to the 

petitioner
