(5) Having made other contributions to Taiwan.

3. The term " senior professional personnel needddciwan," as stated
in Subparagraph 2 of Paragraph 3, Article 25 ofAbg refers to one
of the following:

(1) Possessing professional skills in emerging indestri key
techniques, and/or key components and products;

(2) Having critical and rare talent in the research dedelopment of
special technology, technologies or having madestanting
achievements in  nanotechnology, MEMS technology,
optoelectronics technology, information technology,
telecommunications technologies, automation teagyol in
system integration, material application  technology
high-precision sensing systems, bio-technologiessource
development, energy conservationgutting-edge basic research,
in which the related expertise is urgently needectannot be
cultivated in a short period of time in Taiwan;

(3) Having critical and rare talent in management workhaving



made special achievements in the field of highwaygh-speed
railways, rapid mass-transit systems, telecommtioits,
aviation, navigation, deep-water construction, mei®gy, or
seismology, in which related expertise is urgenigeded or
cannot be cultivated in a short period of time &wan;

(5) Any person who has one of the following quedfions:

A: Being a current or former chair professor, pssfa, associate
professor, or assistant professor in a foreign emsity and
currently being employed by an educational, acadeani
research institution in Taiwan;

B: Being a current or former researcher, assocedearcher or
research assistant in a research institution anerdily being
employed by an educational, academic or reseasthution
in Taiwan;

C: Having a doctorate degree and received an isatiemral
academic award or having written an important gebook
or having engaged in research at a research institwr
having conducted technical research and developrment
management work at a technical institution for fgears or
more, and currently being employed by an educationa
academic or research institution in Taiwan.

(6) Having made outstanding achievement(s) in itréddigechnology
which has been recognized and accredited by amnattenal
organization, and thus such achievement could ketupgrade
the industrial technology of Taiwan;
